Here it is March already and the California Primary elections are 

only three months plus a few days away. Except for the 

Presidential Primary, which is still along party lines, all other 

candidates will be elected in an Open Primary .  
 

This means that we must be united and organized to make sure 
that our Republican candidates are on the November General 

Election ballot.

This means our candidate must be one of 

the two candidates receiving the highest number of votes in the 

June Open Primary election. This can only happen if we stop 
tearing down Republican candidates and unite behind the 

candidate who will win in November. The Democrat Party will be 

pouring money into our Districts to make sure a Democrat is 

elected.  
 

So what should our strategy be? Speak well of all Republican 
candidates. Be positive, not negative. Do not split the Republican 

vote between multiple Republican candidates.
